Subject: NEOTA Adult/Senior Qualifier Championships Rules/Regulations/Information*:

1. Qualifier Fees: Both teams will share the normal host facility league court fees equally. Those teams designated as home team will supply the balls. 

2. The TennisLink schedule will be the official schedule for all qualifiers. Teams must play on designated match dates. Teams may choose only the match scheduled starting time. Teams may choose a match scheduled starting time on Monday through Thursday between 6PM and 9PM(day only league 10am-4pm) and if assigned a Saturday match between 10AM and 8PM. It is the responsibility of the home team captain to file the exact match scheduled starting time with their specific level coordinator for their NTRP level at least 24 hours prior to their scheduled match. If your facility is an outdoor facility; you must have back up courts available for your scheduled match date – you cannot reschedule this match date.
3. Captains should exchange team line up form (scorecard) with each other one-half (1/2) hour before each of the scheduled team matches.  The entire team may/should be ready to play at this time. By exchanging team line up form (scorecard) the team captain is stating that the entire team is present and ready to start the match based on court availability.   Any questions regarding this rule – please contact your Level Coordinator as soon as possible and before your team matches begin.

4. A player must already have played TWICE in local level play to be eligible for the qualifier play-offs. To provide proof of this please have a copy of the end of the season Internet roster (landscape) that shows the number of matches each player has played. Only one defaulted (forfeited) match counts towards eligibility. 

5. The Deciding Coman Match Tiebreak will be used in lieu of the third set. Please be sure you and your players know the Coman Match Tie Break.
6. 5.0/5.5 Men/Women & 2.5 Women match format is two doubles and one singles.

7. NO ten (10) minute rest period or coaching allowed.

8. Warm-up time will be limited to 10 minutes including serves.

9. A 15-minute default period will be enforced. Please review substitution rule National rule.

10. The team captains will act as officials and will handle all problems on court. Either captain may file a grievance report on any problems. All grievances/appeals must be placed in writing and filed electronically (email or fax) with Dale Hartwig within one hour of the conclusion of the team match. A copy of this grievance/appeal must be transmitted electronically to the opposing captain at the same time as transmitted to Dale Hartwig. The opposing captain of the grievance must file their response to Dale Hartwig in written form within one hour of the electronic transmitting of the grievance. Please send response electronically.

11.  Captains are required to Report scores prior to 11:00 pm on the day of the scheduled match to TennisLink.

12.  If a player is defaulted in a match in the play-offs/qualifier, that player may be defaulted for the entire tournament. 

13. All matches that are listed in the championship of TennisLink will follow all Midwest Section and National league championship rules and regulations.

14.  Disqualification of an individual/team and/or forfeit of the matches are within the authority of the tournament director, referee, and/or committee when it is determined that eligibility requirement and/or rules have not been observed. The tournament director/referee decision is final.
