All matches will be played on the indoor courts at Mayfield Village Racquet Club.  

SCHEDULE OF PLAY:  Schedule of Play will be on TennisLink as well as copy provided with this tournament information.   

1. Championship Fees & Forms:

Each captain must turn in the following fees (correct change) or a check, made payable to NEOTA, at least 45 minutes before the first scheduled team match. Please turn this money into the tournament desk. Please check with your DLC to see if your team fee has been paid by your district.

Before the first match is played, state required materials [includes: state entry form, (**Decision of a Player Form - if required **), state media form, publicity release form], and championship fee must be presented to the tournament desk. Failure to comply will result in the person(s)/team not being permitted to play in the matches.
2. Each captain must report to the Tournament Desk at least 35 minutes before each of the scheduled team match. Lineup sheets will be given out at the tournament desk when the captain checks in for each match. The complete team must be at the assigned site 35 minutes before each scheduled match. The entire team must be ready to play and be ready(dressed) to report to an available assigned court 30 minutes prior to the scheduled team match. Team line-up forms are due at least 30 minutes before each scheduled team match to the Tournament Desk. 
3. Players may be asked to submit a current photo and/or driver’s license to verify their identity during check-in and at any time during the championship.  Failure to provide positive identification (i.e., a current photo and/or driver’s license) may result in an automatic default of any matches played in which the individual who cannot provide identification participated during the championship.
4. Adult/Senior/NTRP Different Levels – If you are participating on adult, senior, and/or two different NTRP levels in the championships, no scheduling provisions will be made to accommodate players competing at these levels. If you are playing on two or more teams in the championship in the same league; you must declare which team you are playing for in the playoff weekend. Form available from team captain.

5. Matches will be placed on courts based upon court availability. Due to the limited viewing and access to courts, teams will most likely not be on courts next to each other. Therefore one bank of courts maybe assigned singles only. Once again all matches will be placed on court based upon court availability. 

6. The Coman Tie Break will be used for all tie breaks and the Coman Match Tiebreak will be used in lieu of the third set. Please be sure you and your players know the Match Tiebreak and the Coman procedure. 

7. 5.0/5.5 Men/Women & 2.5 Women match format is two doubles and one singles.

8. Players will have a set rest period (2 minutes) between the 2nd and 3rd sets. They may not leave the court during this rest period. There is no coaching permitted.
9. Warm-up time will be limited to 10 minutes including serves, please spin your racket prior to starting the warm-up.

10. A 15-minute match default period will be enforced. Time will start from the third announcement of match called. Note: Matches subject to call based on court availability (no court will be called more than 30 minutes prior to scheduled match time). Lateness penalties 5 minutes or less: Loss of toss plus 1 game
5:01-10 minutes: Loss of toss plus 2 games

10:01-15 minutes: Loss of toss plus 3 games

More than 15 minutes: Default

Please review substitution rule National rule 2.01C(5).

11. The on-court official will handle all problems on-court. The official will report any problems to tournament director/referee. Players who need an official should simply raise their racket to get the attention of an on-court official. During a match players may not leave the court without permission from the official on court. The official will NOT act as a solo chair for the entire match.  Officials will be roving all courts.

12.  The USTA POINT PENALTY SYSTEM will be in effect; roving on-court officials will/may be used.  Foot faults will be called as observed by the roving on-court official.

13.  Scores must be reported by all players involved in the individual matches immediately after the completion of your match.  Failure to report your scores to the tournament desk following your match will result in a default of both players/doubles teams. Captains must sign the completed scorecard within 15 minutes after the team match is over.
14.  All grievances/appeals must be placed in writing and filed with the Tournament Director. There is a $50.00 non-refundable cash fee required with each filing. Be sure that you are aware of the time periods in which a grievance or appeal must be filed. See Tournament Director (Dale Hartwig) for details and proper forms.
15. NRTP grievance must be submitted to the tournament director. There is a $100.00 Midwest Sectional fee required. Please see the tournament director for details and proper forms. Please be sure that the player fits the criteria for an NTRP grievance.

16.  If a player is defaulted in a match in the play-offs, that player may be defaulted for the entire tournament. 

17.  Disqualification of an individual/team and/or forfeit of the matches are within the authority of the tournament director, referee, and/or committee when it is determined that eligibility requirement and/or rules have not been observed. The tournament director/referee decision is final.

There is are no water containers on the courts so players need to come prepared with water jugs & ice to take on court.  Ice will be available for player use.  Locker room facilities are available.  Players should supply their own towels, facility has them with a deposit of $2.00.  

There will be fruit, snacks available for the players throughout the weekend.  

Mayfield Village Racquet Club maybe offering a snack bar so players can purchase drinks, sandwiches, chips throughout the tournament. Please check with the facility.

If you want to book practice time at Mayfield Village Racquet Club, you must contact the club to reserve a court and there will be a fee charged. There are outdoor courts (SELREC or Dennison Park) listed on Google Maps around the area within 15 – 20 minutes from Mayfield Village Racquet Club. Please use Google maps for details and directions.  
Championship T-shirts will be given to all teams, through the captain at check-in. Exchanges and purchase of extra t-shirts will be offered at a designate area.

Awards will be given to each first place teams once winners are determined.  Ten (10) awards for 5 court teams, or eight (8) awards for 3 court teams will be presented. Extra awards maybe purchased directly from Netknacks (at the teams expense). Please check tennisawards.com for details.

Winning championship team captains will review sectional information directly after the championship for your team level has been decided.  Therefore you will need to see tournament director before you leave the tournament site. You may want your players to remain for their awards. 
It is your responsibility as team captain to inform your team of all this information and to brief your team on the Rule of Tennis, The Code and court courtesy.
