Congratulations on winning your District Championship playoff.  OVTA is looking forward to your team participating in the Ohio State USTA League Championships at the Springfield Racquet Club, Springfield, Ohio (937-322-0101).  All matches will be played on the indoor courts at the Springfield Racquet Club.  

SCHEDULE OF PLAY:  Schedule of Play will be on TennisLink as well as copy provided with this information. 

CHAMPIONSHIP FEES & FORMS: There will be No Captain Meeting.  Captains are to report 45 minutes prior to their first scheduled match to complete team registration.  At this time the Captain must turn in State Entry Form, Decision of a Player Form (if required), and Media Form, Publicity Form and championship entry fee.   Please check with your DLC to see if team fee has been paid by your District.  

Each Captain must report to Tournament Desk at lest 35 minutes before each of the scheduled team match.  Lineup sheets will be given out at the Tournament Desk when the Captain checks in for each match.  The entire team must be ready to play 30 minutes prior to all scheduled matches throughout the entire championship event.  Team Lineup sheet is due at least 30 minutes before each scheduled match to the Tournament Desk.   

All teams must be able to field all three doubles courts for all matches.   If you cannot bring a minimum of 6 players per match, please inform your District 

Coordinator immediately.   

It is the Team Captains’ responsibility to be informed of all rules and regulations for the state championships. Please be advised that there will be USTA certified officials during match play.

Players may be asked to submit a current photo ID (driver’s license) to verify their identity during check in.   Failure to provide positive identification may result in an automatic default of any matches played in which the individual cannot provide identification.  

Matches will be placed on courts based upon court availability.  The facility has adequate viewing with 3 courts on each side (total 6 courts).  

The Coman Tie Break will be used for all tie breaks and the Coman Match Tie Break will be used in lieu of the third set.  Be sure you and your players know the Match Tie Break and the Coman procedure.  

Players will have a set rest period (2 minutes) between the 2nd and 3rd sets.  They may not leave the court during this rest period.  There is no coaching permitted.  

Warm Up time will be limited to 10 minutes including serves.  Please spin your racket prior to starting the warm up.  

A 15 minute match default period will be enforced.  No court will be called more than 30 minutes prior to the scheduled match time.  


Lateness Penalties: 
5 minutes or less: Los of toss plus 1 game 





5:01-10 minutes: Loss of toss plus 2 games 





10:01-15 minutes: Loss of toss plus 3 games 





More than 15 minutes: Default 

The on-court official will handle all problems on-court.  Players who need an official should raise their racket to get the attention of the official.  During a match players may not leave the court without permission from the official on court.  Officials will be roving all courts.  

The USTA Point Penalty System will be in effect.  Foot faults will be called as observed by the roving on-court official.  

Scores must be reported by all players involved in the individual matches immediately after the completion of the match.  Captains must sign the completed scorecard 

All grievances/appeals must be placed in writing and filed with the Tournament Director.  There is a $50.00 non-refundable cash fee required for each filing.  Be sure you are aware of the time periods in which a grievance or appeal must be filed.  See Tournament Director (Joyce Engle) for details and proper forms.  

NTRP Grievance must be submitted to the Tournament Director.  There is a $100.00 USTA/Midwest Section fee required.  Please see Tournament Director for details and proper forms.  

Disqualification of an individual/team and/or forfeit of the matches are within the authority of the Tournament Director, Referee, and/or committee when it is determined that eligibility requirement and/or rules have not been observed.  The Tournament Director/Referee decision is final.

TIPS FOR THE WEEKEND: 

As a point of information, the facility (Springfield Racquet Club) has recently been sold and under new ownership as of September 5th, 2011.   Any questions about the tournament should be directed to the Tournament Director, Joyce Engle.    We have been assured that the facility will be in good condition for our tournament.   The new owners will be offering a snack bar so players can purchase drinks, sandwiches throughout the tournament.  

Ohio Valley District will be providing fruit and multiple snack items for the players throughout the tournament.  Teams are welcome to bring small coolers into the club.  

There will be no water containers on the courts so players need to come prepared with water jogs and ice to take on court.   Locker room facilities will be available.  Players will need to bring their own towels as the facility will not provide any towels.  

If you want to book practice time on Friday at the Springfield Racquet Club (937-322-0101), you must contact the club to reserve a court and there will be a fee charged.    There are outdoor courts available on the premises of the club for practice during the tournament.  There will be no practice courts inside once the tournament begins.  

Hotels closest to the Springfield Racquet Club would be located off Route 68 and Route 41.   No special arrangements have been made by OVTA with either of these hotels for the tournament.

From Toledo OH – Interstate 75 to Route 36 Piqua OH, follow Route 36 into Urbana, OH, at the center square of Urbana, turn right onto Route 68 and follow Route 68 to Springfield OH.   After leaving the city limits of Urbana, you will continue on Route 68 South.  At the only traffic light on Route 68, turn left and the club is immediately in front of you.  It is a large gold colored building.  Parking is in the rear of the club.   

From Cleveland OH – Interstate 70 West to Springfield OH, then take Route 68 (North to Urbana), at the only traffic light on Route 68, turn right and the club is immediately in front of you.  It is a large gold colored building.  Parking is in the rear of the club.
